Rite of Acceptance into the Order of Catechumens and Rite of Welcoming Baptized but Previously Uncatechized Adults 

Sunday, December 3rd  at 8:30 am Mass 
This is the first liturgical rite of the RCIA process. The catechumens (unbaptized) and candidates (baptized) express and the Church accepts their intention to respond to God’s call to follow the way of Christ.

 Rite of Election (of Adult Catechumens only)    

Sunday, Feb 18th 
2:30 pm at St. Timothy Catholic Church, Chantilly, VA
Celebrated by Bishop Burbidge, in this Rite the Church formally ratifies the Catechumens’ readiness for the Sacraments of Initiation and the Catechumens express their will to receive the sacraments. This year only adult Catechumens (at least 18 years old) will attend this one.
Rite of Election (of Catechumens under 18)  and  The Call to Continuing Conversion (of Candidates – those who have already been baptized)

Sunday, Feb 25th 

Celebrated by Father Taylor, in this Rite of Election, the Church formally ratifies the readiness of the Catechumens under 18 to receive the Sacrament of Initiation and the Catechumens express their will to receive the sacraments.  Father Taylor will also celebrate The Call to Continuing Conversion of the already baptized Candidates who seek to complete their Christian initiation and those who are preparing to be received into Full Communion of the Catholic Church.

Celebration of the Sacraments of Initiation
Saturday, March 30th, 8:30 pm Easter Vigil Mass 
The catechumens and the candidates are initiated into the Catholic Church during the Easter Vigil. For the Catechumen, this means the reception of all three Sacraments of Initiation—Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist. For the Candidate from other Christian Faith traditions, it means full reception into the Church through the Sacraments of Confirmation and Eucharist.  Baptized Catholics also complete their Sacraments of Initiation -- Confirmation and/or Eucharist. 
Practice for the Vigil will be held that morning 11:30 am at the Church.
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
